Wicomico County Public School System (WCPS) is a diverse public school system located on the Eastern Shore of Maryland.  WCPS serves approximately 1774 Pre-Kindergarten and Kindergarten students from rural, suburban and urban areas in twelve different sites.   In addition, the Wicomico Early Learning Center houses a full-day program which serves 38 three year olds.  
Both Sandra Drummond, Supervisor of Early Childhood, and Holly Hatton, Supervisor of Elementary Special Education, noted that a growing number of Pre-K and K students in the county were being suspended or referred to special education for challenging behaviors.  
During the 2008-2009 school year, 164 pre-kindergarten and kindergarten students received office referrals with 36 of the referrals resulting in out of school suspensions.
Noting this, the pair looked for an avenue to address the concern while support school-based personnel.  The supervisors were invited to participate in a DECA training opportunity sponsored by the Lower Shore Child Care Resource Center.  The supervisors attended, met Rachel Sperry, a DECI Trainer, and a light bulb went off!  Realizing that DECA would help to support the social-emotional needs of young children, the supervisors worked to garner the financial support of other departments within the Board of Education and the Maryland State Department of Education.  The departments collaborated to provide the funding needed to develop, implement and train local personnel to support the DECA initiative.  
Wicomico County students have benefited as a result of these efforts.  
As of June, 2011, only 82 Pre-Kindergarten and Kindergarten students had office referrals with 33 of those resulting in out of school suspensions.  This represents a significant decrease in the number of office referrals.  WCPS hopes to see a continual decrease in the number of office referrals and out of school suspensions.  
Both supervisors will continue to monitor the data, refine the district’s implementation procedures and provide support to the teachers and staff within the system.          
I Faced the Challenge

I became a Center Supervisor at a Head Start program and focused on the academic outcomes of the children , supporting families with wrap-around services and assisting the teaching staff with occasional behavior issues. It seemed like there was not anything I could not handle. Two years later, I met my challenge, learning more about children’s behavioral language in nine months than I had learned in years of college.  

Our center had three children that engaged in challenging behavior ranging from hitting other children and staff, knocking over furniture, dumping storage bins, ripping children’s artwork off the walls to collapsing on the carpet sobbing. I, with a Master’s degree, was expected to lead and support the teaching staff in addressing these behaviors, but did not know what to do.  I was indebted to the mental health consultant’s leadership and her assistance in our center. One year later, she introduced me to a training opportunity that would change everything.

I attended the Facing the Challenge Train-the-Trainer program that the mental health consultant had invited me to attend. I was trained by Barbara Kaiser and Nefertiti Bruce, both knowledgeable trainers that shared similar classroom experiences. The training was in-depth, research based and made sense. The training videos and materials were relatable, sent a consistent message and incorporated the work of numerous experts in the field of Early Childhood. I left the training program with answers and resources; the pieces of the puzzle I needed!
Since 2007, I have delivered Facing the Challenge training to over 400 participants in Ohio.  After attending this training, educators leave with the understanding that challenging behavior is a language children speak in times of need, not because they are “bad kids.” Facing the Challenge reminds us that addressing challenging behavior is a journey, not a day trip. Now my journey begins every time I lead a training and share my experiences. At the end of every training I take pride in knowing, I faced the challenge.

“Are We Talking About the Same Child?”

Michael - a center-based educator

Justine - mother of a 2 1/2 year-old named Kadarro

After welcomes, we pick up a few minutes into the conference…

Michael: “Oh, I meant to remind you to bring your For Now and Forever book!”

Justine: “ I remembered! I almost didn’t bring it because to tell the truth, I haven’t looked at it since that meeting when you gave it to me and the other parents. Is that OK?” 

Michael: “Of course, that’s fine. I know it’s difficult with 2 little children. We can look at it together today.  And, before I forget, here’s that music CD I mentioned to you that has some of the songs Kadarro listens to by himself. The artist is David Kisor. When no other kids are around Kadarro listens for 5 to 10 minutes, and then asks me to sing one of the songs at circle. Even though Kadarro knows he can go there whenever he wants, he still asks if it’s OK!”

Justine:  “Wait a minute. Are we talking about the same child? At home, when I try to get him to sit for a minute to look at a new book, or to ask his sister to play or sing, he just runs away. Then he asks me to get his guitar when it’s right next to him! And one more thing, he takes out my CDs when he knows he’s supposed to ask first.”
Michael: “I’m so glad you told me. It sounds like Kadarro is different at home than he is here. That’s true for many of the children! What’s important is that we’re both noticing what he likes to do, how he behaves everyday. Knowing so much about him helped us to fill out the DECAs.”
Justine: “The DECA? Is that the questionnaire that I did at the donut party?  You called me the next day to ask me one of the questions again.  Did I get it wrong?”  
Michael: “No, you didn’t get it wrong, you just skipped one by mistake. There’s no right or wrong. The DECA paints a kind of “picture” of Kadarro that we’ll use today to plan some support.”
Justine: “What do you mean “support”? That makes me a little nervous.”
Michael: “It means planning some games or activities that we can work on here and you can do at home.”
Justine: “But how can we work together when Kadarro’s different at home than here?  Isn’t that a problem?” 

Michael: “No, it’s not a problem. When we put our information together, we get to see the whole Kadarro.
Michael and Justine look together through For Now and Forever and talk about the three protective factors.    

Michael: “Making Kadarro as strong as possible in those three areas actually builds a kind of protection, so it’s less likely that his behavior will become a concern.”  
Justine: “OK. I like that idea. How do we get started?”

Michael: “Well, your example was about the guitar, and mine was about the listening center. We both want him to take more initiative, so let’s start there.”
Justine: “And we both noticed he likes music. Maybe then he’ll pick up his guitar and sit for a while to sing?!”
Michael: The Songs of Resilience CD I handed you has fun songs about initiative, including, “I Can Do It” and “I Keep on Workin’ ‘til I Figure It Out”. How about we look in the For Now and Forever booklet for some other ideas?”
Justine: “Maybe we can find some books to borrow and bring home. I can put my CDs away and replace them with the books so he can get them when he wants.”
Michael: “Great idea. I’ll start writing our ideas down to remind us what we plan, and make you a copy to take with you today.”

DECA in Washington’s Early Childhood Education and Assistance Program (ECEAP)

Washington State’s Department of Early Learning (DEL) provides funding and oversight to the Early Childhood Education and Assistance Program (ECEAP), which currently serves more than 8,000 low-income three- and four-year-olds each school year. ECEAP offers preschool education, family support, parent involvement, and health and nutrition services that involve the whole family and helps prepare children for success in school and life.

The use of the DECA was written into the 2008 ECEAP Performance Standards, even though some contractors had used the tool for years.  Beginning July 1, 2008, ECEAP contractors were required to use the DECA to assess children’s protective factors. Teachers complete the DECA twice per year, for each child. 

DEL offers DECA training to ECEAP programs in the fall, and often invites other community early learning providers.  During trainings ECEAP providers learn about resilience, protective factors and the five quality program elements (Reflective Checklists) as a foundation for ensuring a strong social-emotional learning environment.  

In 2010-2011, ECEAP contractors transitioned to the e-DECA 2.0. In the 2009-2010 program year, 6,813 ECEAP children were assessed in both fall 2009 and spring 2010.  The number of children with strong total protective factors increased from 19.2 percent in the fall to 36.9 percent in the spring.  The number of children with total protective factors rated as “Concerns” was reduced from 7.2 percent of ECEAP children to 2.6 percent.  ECEAP contractors also saw a decrease in children with behavioral concerns. In the fall, 9.5 percent of children experienced behavioral concerns. This number was 7.1 percent in the spring, with 151 children no longer experiencing behavioral concerns.  

DEL looks forward to DECA results for the 2010-2011 school year as ECEAP contractors continue to sprinkle Initiative, Attachment and Self-Control throughout the daily routines in their classrooms!

Research Corner: 

Parent-teacher agreement and reliability on the Devereux Early Childhood Assessment (DECA) in English and Spanish for ethnically diverse children living in poverty By: Jennifer Fleming, DCRC Research Assistant

The purpose of this study was to examine the reliability of the English and Spanish forms of the DECA with an ethnically diverse sample of preschoolers living in poverty. Social-emotional competence is especially important for these children due to the numerous risk factors they face. Therefore, it’s essential to ensure the DECA can be effectively used with this population.  To address these points, child care teachers and parents rated a total of 7,756 preschool children (ages 3 and 4) who were enrolled in center-based child care programs and received child care subsidies for low-income families. The sample was ethnically diverse with 57% Latino/Hispanic, 38% African American/Caribbean islander, and 5% White/other. Parents and teachers completed the DECA (in their choice of English or Spanish) at the beginning of the academic year (September) and at the end of the school year (May). Children were also assessed on the Learning Accomplishment Profile – Diagnostic (LAP-D), a measure of cognitive, language, and motor skills, at both time points. 
Results indicate that both the English and Spanish forms of the DECA are reliable measures of social-emotional competence and behavioral concerns. A moderate level of parent-teacher agreement was found which is consistent with previous research. Parents tended to rate their children as having stronger social-emotional competence and demonstrating more behavioral concerns compared to teachers. This finding supports the use of the DECA with both parents and teachers across diverse ethnic, language, and socioeconomic backgrounds. Furthermore, agreement was found to be higher when both parents and teachers completed the form in the same language. This finding may be important for programs serving bilingual families and teachers. Additionally, parent and teacher agreement differed based on the child’s cognitive, language, and motor skill competence as assessed by the LAP-D. Children with high-functioning competence were rated more favorably by teachers, while children with low-functioning competence were rated more favorably by parents. Taken together, the findings support the use of the DECA with English and Spanish speaking ethnically diverse populations living in an urban, impoverished environment.

High quality professional development on resources developed by the Devereux Center for Resilient Children helps to build the skills needed to support the overall healthy social and emotional development and reduce challenging behaviors in young children.  Technical assistance provides additional opportunities to further hone these critical skills over time through coaching, troubleshooting, problem solving, and reflection.  DCRC offers many options for technical assistance that can effectively fit into your schedule and budget. These include phone and/or webinar technical assistance, onsite technical assistance and troubleshooting, specialized technical assistance for Local Program Mentors, and more!

Phone and/or Webinar Technical Assistance:

Phone and/or webinar technical assistance services are personalized for your program needs.  Technical assistance services can focus on a more in-depth look on a particular topic or around a list of unresolved questions and issues that staff may pose regarding implementation of DCRC resources.  The audience for the technical assistance session(s) is selected by program staff and may include administrators, supervisors, consultants, teaching staff, or a combination of each.  Technical assistance sessions are most effective when delivered in small groups.  

Onsite Technical Assistance and Troubleshooting:

One of our DCRC Certified Trainer and Technical Assistance Providers can travel to your site and provide technical assistance one-to-one or in a small group setting.  Technical assistance can be provided directly to a teacher within the classroom setting, with a detailed report sent to the program coordinator identifying strengths and goals for each classroom.  Alternatively, technical assistance can be provided to a small group of teachers and/or administrators to address issues around implementation or overall issues related to the social and emotional development of young children.
