I recently received an email from a colleague that resonated with me.  I believe anyone who works with young children will be able to relate and appreciate the powerful message.  With my colleague’s permission, I have included her words below… 
“Linda, I came home from work last Friday after our team had had a long conversation about intentional teaching practices and thought, “I need to be more intentional in my parenting.”  As I started unpacking the kids’ backpacks for the weekend, I saw a towel that was in Charlotte’s backpack for “Friday yoga.”  Rather than just asking how her day went and getting the typical run down of events, I asked her specifically to show me what they did in yoga.  We both proceeded to put two towels out on the carpet while I became the pupil and she became the yoga teacher.  
She told me to close my eyes and that my towel was now a magic carpet. She did an excellent job of explaining how I was to relax and transport myself somewhere calming and special.  When it was over, I told her that I went to a beautiful beach.  I asked her where she went during her yoga class and she said, "I went back to when Grandfather was alive. I picked him up in heaven and then we went to get Mary Jane and Molly (her cousins).  He was so happy to see us.  We then took him to see Grandmother and she was so happy to see him.  Then, we told him about baby 
Samantha being born and he was so excited to know that another baby girl cousin was born."
I was so touched that she was taken not to a place, but a time, and that it included so many of our family members.  If I had not been so intentional about my parenting that day, I don’t think that she would have thought to share this story with me--- a story that has not only deeply touched me, but also several family members.

1) As a professional who has been working in services for children and families for over 30 years, please share your perspective on changes (both positive and negative) in children's mental health service systems in OH and across the country. 
“The past decade has seen a tremendous growth in the science, its clinical application and overall policy and practice understanding of brain development. While the importance of social and emotional development for young children as a critical part of overall healthy development of all children, has been widely accepted, children’s mental health professionals have finally developed a field of practice to support young children with behavioral concerns and their parents.  Also, an emergent body of knowledge on the impact of trauma on adults as well as youth is better researched and understood over the past decade. Today more than in the past, the notion that a child’s physical, social and emotional development has lifelong implications that need to be identified and addressed early is seen as true.
While the issues that children face that may impact a child’s positive mental health are more readily identified, as a whole we are not yet providing funding and corresponding program supports at the level needed to serve all of the children that need services.  Sadly, children are not always viewed as a priority in times of limited funding, especially young children.”
2) What do you feel are the most important issues for our nation to focus on and understand with respect to children's mental health?
“Family support is the most fundamental element of the children’s mental health movement over the past quarter century.  Strengthening families is key to overcoming the challenges of raising and supporting children –both young and older- with emotional, mental or behavioral problems. We need to concentrate more efforts on universal prevention and early intervention services.  We need to provide more services to the families and other caregivers of children to give them the hope and skills to help their children grow heal and be successful in life. While this intuitive thinking is not challenged, there is a significant gap in instituting the research studies and documentation, in adequate available funding, and in authentic family engagement in practice.”
3) What area(s)/issue(s) do you feel are misunderstood by American's as far as children's mental health is concerned?
“There are several issues that are concerning to me in terms of children’s mental health. First, children have their own unique issues and challenges that are not the same as adults.  They won’t and don’t always just “grow out of it”. Secondly, when will friends and neighbors understand that children with behavioral disorders are not always the product of bad parenting?  While the use of psychotropic medications have made a positive impact in the treatment of  children. I feel that medication is not always the answer to improving childhood behaviors.  Our society’s  acceptance and reliance on medication of children with their growing minds and bodies, is of concern to me. Lastly, despite increased talk about strength-based practice, there is still too much focus on the deficit and problems and not enough on the strengths of children and their families.” 
4) In all of your years as the Ohio Early Childhood Mental Health Administrator, what are you most proud of?
“I am personally and professionally most proud of the development and implementation of the Ohio ECMH program and being able to sustain and grow the program over the past 10+ years.  Working with other child serving systems and communities to recognize the importance of social and emotional development and resiliency for all children makes me fulfilled in my career. I am proud of promoting the approach of looking at children’s strengths instead of just looking at their areas of problem or deficit, and giving them the skills they need to be resilient.  Also, I feel I have succeeded in increasing the number of early childhood mental health providers and expanding the skills and competencies of the ECMH workforce across Ohio.”
5) In all of your years as the Ohio Early Childhood Mental Health Administrator, what is your greatest regret?
“Despite all of the progress made in the area of Ohio Early Childhood Mental Health and the prevention and early intervention programs in children’s social and emotional development, adult services are still prominent in behavioral healthcare.   Also, in times of reduced funding insufficient children’s behavioral healthcare is one of the first to be cut or eliminated across the nation.”
6) From your perspective, what do you think are the biggest issues that teachers, caregivers, and parents deal with when addressing children's MH issues?
“The biggest issues remain consistent. There is a lack of understanding of what is ‘typical development’, and what is a mental health issue.  The stigma associated with mental health can sometimes stand in the way of children receiving the services they really need.  Finding qualified providers with experience serving young children and families has always been a challenge.”
7) If you could provide one message to our readers about children's mental health, what would it be?
“Educating families, caregivers and communities and equipping them with the skills to help their children develop into mentally healthy individuals is critically important. Parents and teachers who effectively nurture, support and connect with children, especially those experiencing social or emotional difficulty, can ameliorate future disabling problems.  We need to focus on mental wellness, not mental illness.”

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	Okanogan County Child Development Association, Washington

Okanogan County Child Development Association (OCCDA) is located in rural Okanogan County in Washington State.  OCCDA is a non-profit, community-based agency serving pregnant women, children (birth to 5) and their families in 9 small outlying communities.   OCCDA programs include:  Early Head Start, Head Start and Washington State Early Childhood Education Assistance Program (ECEAP).   
OCCDA uses the e-DECA 2.0 to measure social-emotional development and screen for behavioral concerns.  The DECA is completed in classroom settings twice per year.  In 2010, our classroom staff received 19.5 hrs of training from Rachel Sperry of Devereux on challenging behavior and DECA advanced planning using universal and targeted strategies.   
When we plan, teachers and parents work together for each child to create strength-based Resilience Improvement Plans for school and home, regardless of if a concern is identified.  We believe ALL children need a resilience-building plan to include strengths, goals and strategies related to protective factors as well as interests of the child and other areas of development.
For each resilience factor, our comparisons between Teacher Pre and Post DECA show a significant decrease in the number of concerns, a decrease in the typical range and an increase in identified strengths.  Parent results are similar but more dramatic in the decrease of concerns!  
Besides having a resilience improvement plan for every child, DECA strategies are threaded throughout many other components of classroom planning such as use of the CLASS observation tool, using “Planning Notebooks” to work with parents on planning ideas, and incorporating our center’s Cultural Diversity Tool which is used to plan with parents to create a culturally enhanced classroom experience. 
This year, our program chose to use the For Now and Forever family booklet to discuss social and emotional development with each family.  We also chose to use the Environmental Reflective Checklist as the focus for this program year.  Each teacher completed the checklist, identified goal(s) to improve the environment, and created an action plan to accomplish the goals.  Internal program monitors, as well as a professional mental health consultant, help review progress and work with staff, families and children to promote social and emotional development.  
Finally, OCCDA staff is required to use DECA universal and targeted strategies intentionally in their lesson planning and instruction.  On each plan, teachers now write “IN”, “SC”, or “AT” to indicate how activities can be tweaked to promote resiliency.   For example, in a nutrition activity where children are naming and discussing fruits and vegetables, the teacher “kicks the lesson up a notch” by simply partnering children to talk to one another about their favorite fruit/vegetable, thereby increasing Attachment.

Building Your Bounce through Reflective Supervision

As a mental health consultant you may get an exasperated call from a teacher reporting, “He is biting again!  We have done everything you told us to do and he is biting again!”  This situation is about so much more than biting, but in our busy day we make haste to support the teacher, deal with the child, keep other children safe and manage parent concerns.  Despite all the complexities of this issue you make decisions and move on to the next thing, yet the details hovers in the periphery of your mind until you have a chance to be reflective.
In a more reflective moment you may come to realize that this teacher did not actually want you to “fix it” for her, rather she just needed you to listen.  You may realize that strategies require more visual cues or that it simply has not been given the time it needs to work.  You may notice that you struggle with feelings of immense pressure to save people.  You may realize that you handled everything in the best way possible.
So many important things happen in the course of a day that change how we think, feel and act.  Much of it happens without us even taking full notice of it.  Reflective supervision is dedicated time spent with another individual in an effort to explore and make some sense of our relationships to people, things and feelings.  “When it’s going well, supervision is a holding environment, a place to feel secure enough to expose insecurities, mistakes, questions and differences.” Rebecca Shahmoon Shanock (1992).  
Whether you are part of a program that is already committed to the practice of reflection or you would like to try and adopt a reflective supervision model, the Journal of Zero to Three, November 2010 Volume 31 No.2 issue is dedicated to articles about this practice.  In addition, reflection strategies are offered in the Internal Beliefs section of Building Your Bounce, page 26.  I found these inspiring and hope you will as well.

Research Corner: 
Rave Reviews for the DESSA

The Devereux Student Strengths Assessment (DESSA) has recently received excellent reviews from a number of leading voices within the field.  The 18th Mental Measurements Yearbook (2010), which provides critical reviews of commercially published tests to guide selection and use, described the DESSA as “an elegant, comprehensive measure of young student social-emotional strengths” that “holds great promise of value for those working with children who face adversity in their lives”. 
In a review of social-emotional learning assessments, the Collaborative of Academic, Social, and Emotional Learning (CASEL), an organization dedicated to advancing research and practice related to social-emotional learning, promoted the DESSA “to be used with the general population (i.e., universal screening)…as well as for more targeted and intensive interventions” (Denham, Ji, & Hamre, 2010).  
Additionally, Merrell and Gueldner (2010) noted the “careful development” and “commendable attention to both theoretical issues and practical details of test construction” in their book about implementing social-emotional learning in the classroom. Most recently, the Raikes Foundation (Haggerty, Elgin, & Woolley, 2011) positively reviewed the DESSA and called attention to its “strong psychometric properties” and “ease of administration”.
